Introduction

A recently re-bolted crag, 4 mins from
foxhole.

Routes

Location

Follow the road through the village of
Southgate to the National Trust Car Park.
Looking toward the sea turn right along the
track (i.e. towards Three Cliffs Bay) until you
are stood in front of No.9 West CIliff. At this
point turn left and follow a faint path through
gorse bushes and down to the sea. Emerge
onto the raised conglomerate beach and the
crag is on your left (looking out to sea). Unless
big seas are running only routes 5 & 6 are
tidal.
